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Drink driving – In-depth analysis

• 2010: Alcohol, drugs or medicine was a causing 

factor in 21 % of fatal accidents:

• 40 accidents: 23 alcohol, 7 drugs and/or medicine, 10 

both alcohole and drugs/medicin.

• ”Importance” of alcohol/drugs/medicine as causing 

factor:

Main factor: 14      

Important: 21

Totally: 35 out of 40 fatal accidents
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Enforcement

• Socially unacceptable

• Police control

• Sanctioning:
– 0,2 – 0,5: Fine, driving licence might be suspended max 6 

months

– 0,5 – 1,2: Heavy fine, driving licence suspended 12 – 24 
monts and suspended/unconditional jail sentence

– 1,2 - : Heavy fine, driving licence suspended at least 2 years 
and imprisonment.

Sanctions for young/new drivers within 2 years trial period:

– From 0,2 – : Fine and driving licence suspended from low 
level.
